The Facility

The Crowsnest Pass Golf & Country Club is a true mountain experience with 18 holes laid throughout
mountain terrain. Four tee deck yardages that range from 5211-6814 yards provide variety and
challenges for golfers of all abilities. Practice facilities include a putting and chipping green as well as
a full sized driving range. The club house includes a full service pro shop and restaurant.

Tournament Services Available

Many events choose to have proximity hole prizes during their tournament (long drive, closest to the
pin, etc). We can provide these proximity markers free of charge. We will put them out before your
tournament and pick them up after your tournament. If you are planning on using this service we
request that you provide us with a list 48 hours prior to your event.

The professional staff can do the scoring and personalize our rental carts for your event for a charge of
$1.00 per player. If you select this service we require that you provide us with the format (Texas
scramble, best ball, etc) at least 1 week before the event.

If you are in need of prizes for your tournament we have a fully stocked pro shop that will offer you
many prize ideas. Gift certificates are the easiest way to satisfy all your participants and help cut down
on the amount of presentation time required for the tournament committee. These may be purchased in
the pro shop, all gift certificates will be valid for 1 year.
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We have rental equipment available to all golfers who require it. We ask that you get a list of all
players who need rental equipment and fax or email to me at least 1 week prior to your event.

If you group is interested in a pre tournament group clinic, our CPGA Professionals can be booked to
instruct up to 30 golfers at one time. See information below.

If you require a tournament meal for your event please call the restaurant @ 562-2003 ask for Susan or
Brandie.

Golf Course Rules and Proper Etiquette

1. All yardage markers are marked to the center of the greens.

2. Each player regardless of the event format must have their own set of clubs.

3. Fivesomes will not be permitted for non scramble type tournaments. Call for more information.
4. Operate power carts in a safe and responsible manner. Stay on cart paths and obey all ropes and
signs.

5. Replace divots, rake bunkers and fix ball marks.



Attire

Appropriate golf attire is required.

Shirts must be worn at all times.

Men's shirts must have sleeves.

Ladies shirts may be sleeveless however halter tops and strapless tops are not permitted.
Short shorts and cut off are not permitted

Gym and beach wear are not permitted

Neat and tidy jeans are acceptable but not recommended.
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Footwear

1. The Crowsnest Pass Golf & Country Club is a SOFT SPIKE ONLY FACILITY. The Board of
Directors has banned metal spikes. Golfers with metal spikes will be required to have their spikes
changed or change into appropriate footwear.

2. Cowboy boots, work boots and soccer/baseball cleats are not acceptable footwear.

3. Running shoes are permitted.

Course Marshals

Golf course marshals are needed to ensure that everyone has an enjoyable experience at the Crowsnest
Pass Golf & Country Club as well as protecting the golf course from abuse. Playing time should not
exceed 2 hours and 20 minutes for 9 holes and 4 hours and 36 minutes for 18 holes. Our course
marshal is entrusted to monitor all pace of play. The course marshal has the power to enforce all
regulations set out by the club under the following policy;

1. Verbally warn the player or group of the infraction.

2. Verbally warn the player or group the second time.

3. Third time the group or player may be removed from the property under the direction of the

golf course management.



Booking Policies

1. A $300 non-refundable deposit is required upon booking for all tournaments or corporate
events.

2. The balance of all fees must be paid 1 week in advance.

3. Tournaments must have at least 32 players.

4. To have a shot start tournament there shall be no less than 90 players.

5. Organizers should have the better players out for the first one or two groups so they establish a
reasonable pace of play. All groups must have at least one experienced golfer.

6. A guaranteed number of players must be confirmed at least 1 week in advance.

7. Tournament draws are required 48 hours in advance.

8. The tournament coordinator must report to the pro shop at least 1 hour prior to the start of the
tournament.

9. Golf course rules and etiquette is to be followed at all times. Alcoholic beverages that are not
purchased on site are by law not permitted on our premises. No private coolers of any kind will
be allowed on the course. Any tournament or individual who violets conduct rules regarding
the consumption of alcohol will risk having their playing privileges terminated without refund.

10. The tournament is financially responsible for any and all damages to the Crowsnest Pass Golf &
Country Club including the course, facilities and golf carts.
